Scope

This guide provides instructions for NH Medicaid Trading Partners (clearinghouses, vendors and providers) to test their HIPAA 5010 X12N transactions code set for syntax and complete flow through the New Hampshire Medicaid system—from claim submissions to remittance advices.

The following transmission methods are described.

· EDI Submitters to the Translator for claims transactions
Timeline

 ANSI X12 v5010 837P, 837D, and 835 testing will begin on February 27, 2012.  837I testing will begin on March 5, 2012. All testing concludes March 30, 2012 in anticipation of the end of the CMS contingency period and our implementation of v5010 on April 1, 2012. Registration

All Trading Partners must have a test submitter ID and password (issued by the EDI help desk) to submit test 5010 electronic transactions.  The NH Medicaid 5010 Testing Request Form must be sent in to set up the NH Medicaid Trading Partner Submitter ID for testing and assign a password.
Testing

These instructions apply to vendors and providers that test using the following methods. Follow the appropriate instructions for testing.

· Vendors and providers that submit EDI transactions directly to NH Medicaid. See the EDI submitter procedures that follow.

Note: It is the responsibility of the submitter to make sure that test results are accurate.
Testing parameters--testing schedule run cycle

All X12N test transactions submitted to New Hampshire Medicaid are transferred to the translator for processing immediately.  

Compliance testing

Compliance [syntax] testing validates submitted X12N transactions for syntax and format and makes sure that the New Hampshire Medicaid system can receive these transactions through the Translator. 

Full-cycle testing

Full-cycle testing processes the submitted X12N transactions through the New Hampshire Medicaid system.  Although test claims will not be processed for payment, they will be processed through a test environment and produce an 835 Electronic Remittance Advice (ERA); they must contain valid patient, procedure, diagnosis, and provider information.  We recommend that your testing contain a variety of up to 25 claims that represent the claims that you normally submit. 

We will produce 835 ERAs twice a week, Tuesdays’ and Fridays.  The 835 ERA will be placed in your Trading Partner mailbox by 9am. Testers should download and apply to your test system to ensure you can process.

EDI Batch Submitter procedures:
Make sure your file contains “T” for test in ISA15
Make sure your file contains appropriate Version/Release/Industry Identifier Code (GS08) for the transaction you are testing.  NH Medicaid will accept:

837 Professional (005010X222A1)

837 Dental (005010X224A2)

Testing process

· Log on using your test submitter ID and password.

· Submit (upload) your X12N transactions and retrieve (download) your X12N responses. 
The response transactions are returned. Review your 999 Acknowledgment and Claim Accept / Reject Report (SUB) to ensure your transaction was successful; If 999, ACK and SUB shows file/claims were accepted, the format is syntactically correct, and you can be moved to production. 

If your 999, ACK or SUB Reports contains errors; correct and resubmit the transaction until you get a successful 999 ACK and SUB.

Moving from Test to Production
