SUBJECT:
Services for Individuals Eligible for Choices for Independence

Effective January 1, 2010, providers shall continue to use their CFI provider numbers to bill BEAS Choices for Independence (formerly known as HCBC-ECI) approved services.  Services must be part of the authorized comprehensive support plan, and the HC modifier must be included when submitting claims for these services.  CFI providers submitting claims for Home Delivered Meals must include the HC modifier.  Home health, private duty nursing, and other services that are rendered under the Medicaid State Plan, and are not CFI services, shall be submitted by the provider agency using their non-CFI provider number.  All non-CFI claims submitted by a provider shall be paid in accordance with the administrative rule that governs that service. 

Adult medial day transportation is an allowed service when submitted by a CFI, home health or Adult Medical Day Care provider without the HC modifier.
