Please be advised that effective January 1, 2010, chiropractor services will no longer be a covered Title XIX benefit.  This is an optional Title XIX service and was not funded in the SFY 2010-2011 state budget.

We encourage you to review the care plans of your existing Title XIX recipients and to help them transition to other care or providers.

Chiropractors will be disenrolled effective January 1, 2010.  Any chiropractic services provided after December 31, 2009, will be denied for payment.  Services provided through December 31, 2009, must be billed within one year of date of service; these claims will still pay, even though providers are disenrolled.  Please be reminded that the 6 visit per year service limit still applies.
