Implementation of the NPI (National Provider Identifier)
This letter is to provide you with information from the Division of Children Youth and Families(DCYF), the Division for Juvenile Justice Services (DJJS) and EDS(fiscal agent for NH Medicaid) regarding expectations for the implementation of the NPI by providers. The information is being provided well in advance of the target implementation date to allow you sufficient time to complete any system or procedural changes that may be required in order to submit your claims to NH Medicaid utilizing an NPI.
DCYF completed a review of the services you provide utilizing the national definitions of healthcare and atypical services. Based on that review DCYF has determined that all of the services you provide to NH Medicaid recipients are healthcare services. This means all of your electronic claims submitted to NH Medicaid after the implementation date must be submitted with your NPI and one of the following taxonomy codes, based on service being provided:  

· Services at a Private Non-Medical Institution for Children:

322D00000X- Residential Treatment Facility, Emotionally Disturbed Children
· In-Home Support Services:
 251S00000X-Community/Behavioral Health

EDS will be utilizing a crosswalk between your NPI and the NH Medicaid provider ID to correctly process your claims. Many providers, based on business needs, have chosen to obtain a single NPI. This single NPI may map to many existing NH Medicaid provider IDs, due to NH Medicaid’s enrollment policy. In order to facilitate the effective and accurate crosswalk of your NPI to the appropriate NH Medicaid provider ID,  you must submit your claims with the correct taxonomy based on the service you are providing.
Remember, NH Medicaid is currently functioning under an NPI contingency plan as per our March 2007 provider important notice (additional copies can be located at  www.nhmedicaid.com). In some situations we may be capturing the NPI information provided on your claims, but are processing under the NH Medicaid provider ID.

DCYF, DJJS and EDS anticipate we will be ready to process claims utilizing your  NPI and taxonomy in mid-to-late May 2008.You will receive future communications from us regarding the implementation.

Following the above guidance will provide a smooth transition to processing claims utilizing an NPI and allow for uninterrupted payments.
